Developing Healthy Reproducing Christians

I ntroduction

In some of His fina instructions to the disciples in Matthew 28:19-20, Christ
gave the Great Commission. That commission has one command. That command is
to Make Disciples. He also gave them three participles which tell how to carry out
that command; going, baptizing and teaching. Aswe are going, we are to share the
Gospel to people of every ethnic group. As some of those respond by repentance and
faith, we are to carry out the next participle which is baptizing. Baptism is
identification with Christ and His body, the church. This leads us to the third
participle teaching. Christ tells us to teach them to obey all that He commanded.

It is that final participle that we will be discussing in this manual. Once a
person has publicly identified himself or herself as a Christian, How do we teach that
person how to obey all that Christ has commanded? We will seethat thisinvolves
three things. First, a person has to know what Christ has commanded (knowledge).
Second, that person has to be shown how to apply those commands to his or her own
life (character). Third, the person has to be shown how to pass on what he or she has
learned to others (ministry).

Just as we experience physical growth and go through various levels of physical
maturity, we also should experience spiritual growth which will involve various levels
of spiritual maturity. In this manual we will be talking about the following levels of
spiritual maturity: new born babe; toddler; child; young man (or young woman);
spiritual parent; and spiritual Timothy. We will see the key areas of knowledge,
character and ministry that develop at each level of spiritual maturity.

We aso see in Genesis 3:7-13 that origina sin changed man’s three basic
relationships. It changed his relationship with God (separation). It changed his
relationship with himself (fear, guilt and shame). It changed his relationship with
others (blame). In order to help a person grow to spiritual maturity, we help them
learn how to begin to reverse the effects of these three changed relationships. This
will result in a changed relationship with God, self and others.

The first section of this manua will give us the basic presuppositions (the
Biblical foundations) that will be important to understand to help a person become a
healthy reproducing Christian. Then we will discuss how those Biblical principles are
applied at each level of spiritual maturity to help a person in hisor her spiritual growth
and development.



l.
Under standing the foundations that will help us develop healthy
reproducing Christians

God has commanded us to make disciples. However, many times we know
what we are supposed to do but we do not know how to do it. In thisfirst section we
will look at the Biblical foundations which are important to understand in order to
most effectively develop healthy reproducing Christians.

When Adam sinned, he was separated from God by sin. The results of that
separation from God can only be reversed by having that barrier of sin removed by
repentance toward God and faith in our Lord Jesus Christ. At the moment a person
places his trust in Christ that person is born of the Spirit. That means that the Holy
Spirit comes into the human spirit  The Holy Spirit is now able to transform that
person because change can happen from within.

If change is happening from within, the person will grow and mature spiritualy.
However, many new Christians do not understand that and try to change themselves
by following a certain set of rules. Just as we cannot be saved by works, we do not
mature by works. Romans 7:15-25 tells us that when we try to mature by our own
efforts we have “1” trouble.

In the first seven chapters of Romans the Holy Spirit is only mentioned once.
Then in Romans 8 the Holy Spirit is mentioned nineteen times. Romans 8 concludes
by reminding us that nothing can separate us from the love of Christ. When we mature
by yielding to the Holy Spirit, we will be deeply rooted in the love of Christ.

A. Understanding the levels of spiritual growth

Physical usesin the New Testament

The word that is transated “newborn” is used to speak of something that has
happened just now at this very moment. The word that is translated “babes’ is used to
refer to a child that has not yet been born - John the Baptist, Luke 1:41, 44 - or a child
very recently born - Christ, Luke 2:12, 16. As aresult, when these words are used in
a spiritual sense like they are in | Peter 2:2, they are speaking of a person who has
become a Christian very recently.

Characteristics of a spiritual new born babe

They have a strong desire for food

They have a strong desire to grow

Just as the physical new born longs for milk, the spiritual new born also has a red
longing for food. However, he does not know what kind of food he needs. If afalse
cult comes along, he will be ready to study with them because of this desire for food.
In order to experience healthy growth, the new Christian needs a spiritual parent to
help them in their spiritual growth just like they need a physical parent to help them in
their physical growth.

The Greek word (nepios) speaks of a child that cannot yet speak clearly
(that iswhy we are using theword toddler)
This word is used ten times in the New Testament. Six times it is used in a physica
sense. Four times it is used to speak in a spiritua sense of a spiritua toddler.
Everything that it says when it is used in a spiritual sense speaks of a person who
started to grow and then stopped growing. As a result, the things that are mentioned
about a spiritual toddler are al negative.

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Just as the physical toddler is very self centered and selfish, the spiritual toddler is also
self centered and selfish. His focus is on my needs and my problems. In the physical
life, a healthy child learns to grow beyond that self centered focus and begins to think
about others. The same should happen in the spiritual life. However, many Christians
never grow beyond this stage. Just like the new born babe, in order to experience
healthy growth, the spiritual toddler needs a spiritual parent to help them in their
spiritua growth.

They know that their sins areforgiven for Christ’s sake

They know the Father

The spiritua child is one who has experienced real growth in his or her Christian life.
They know that the Father has forgiven their sins and those sins are no longer held
against them. They understand that the reason why those sins have been forgiven is
due to the fact that Christ paid for their sins by shedding His blood on the cross and
that the Father shows that He accepted that payment by raising Christ from the dead.
Second, they have gone beyond the point of just knowing about the Father. When we
hear, read, study and memorize passages from the Bible, we get to know about the
Father. However, we only get to really know the Father as we meditate on the Word
and really learn to talk with God in prayer.

They have overcome the wicked one - they are having victory over sin

The word for young man is used in a physical sense to speak about the young men
who buried Ananias and Sapphirain Acts 5. The spiritual young man (or woman) is a
Christian who has become strong in his spiritual life because he has learned to depend
on the strength of the Holy Spirit instead of his own strength. He makes it a regular
part of hislife to meditate on the Word of God so that he can obey the things that heis
learning. He has learned to have victory over sin by yielding to the Lord when he is
facing temptation instead of struggling by his own efforts to have victory. He needs to
continue to grow as Christ grew and matured.

the spiritual parent must have one or more spiritual children to be a parent

the spiritual parent hasreally gotten to know the God of the Word

The basic requirement to be a physical parent is to have one or more children. The
same is true for the spiritual parent. A spiritual parent must be one who has taken the
personal responsibility to help one or more new Christians in their spiritual growth by
providing spiritual food and especially by providing much love. The spiritual parent is
also one who has really gotten to know God so that the love of God is flowing through
hislife to his spiritual children. - John 13:34-35

Timothy, the son of a certain Jewish woman who believed, but his father was Greek.
He was well spoken of by the brethren who were at Lystra and Iconium. Paul wanted
to have him go on with him. And he took him and circumcised him because of the
Jews who were in that region, for they all knew that his father was Greek. (NKJV)

Characteristics of a spiritual Timothy

He already has a good report of other Christians

He already has an effective ministry to other Christians

A spiritual Timothy is a maturing Christian who we adopt as a spiritual son to help
him develop a wider and more effective ministry. He may till be a spiritual young
man or he may already be a spiritual parent. However, heis a growing Christian who
has the potential for a much greater ministry if he can spend time with a mature
spiritual leader to learn from his example. Such a person can often develop an
effective ministry to a variety of cultures and ethnic groups. He will become a leader
who effectively develops others leaders in various cultures.

B. Understanding the process of spiritual growth

Il Corinthians 4:16

We understand that renewing is a daily process
We understand that renewing must happen in the inner man

Many Christians try to help newer Christians change by getting them to promise to
read their Bible every day, either to do or to avoid certain things, and many other
outward habits and practices which they think will help these new Christians grow.
Although these promises, practices and habits may be good, they are an attempt to
change the outer man rather than the inner man. Instead, we need to focus on the
inner man. This happens as we help people learn how to yield their spirit to the Holy
Spirit. A transformed spirit will then alow our soul (mind, emotions and will) to be
transformed. This will result in transformed actions because those actions are donein
the power of the Holy Spirit and allow the love of Christ to flow through that person.
Weyield our spirit to the Holy Spirit.
He empowersour spirit, transforms our mind, renews our emotions,
which resultsin a will submitted to God to carry out the work of God.

an early “ paidagogos’ was a slave named “Mentor”

Spiritual parentsprovide love and an exampleto follow

The word “paidagogos’ is only used three timesin the New Testament. It isused here
in | Corinthians 4:15 and twice in Galatians 3:24-25 where we see that the Law was
our “paidagogos’ to bring usto Christ. However, once we come to Christ we are no
longer under the “paidagogos’. The Christians in Corinth became Christians as adults
so their physical parents were not spiritual parents (this is often true today also). They
had never known the love and example that a spiritual parent provides. Their spiritual
leaders has not become spiritual parents but were driving the Christians by fear instead
of leading them by love and example. As a result, Paul has to dea with major
problems in the church in every chapter of | Corinthians because the Corinthian
Christians had stopped in their spiritual growth and had remained as spiritual toddlers
(I Corinthians 3:1-3).

C. Understanding the effects of original sin

1. Effects on our relationship with God
Genesis 3:7-8
Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and
they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves coverings. And they heard the
sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and Adam and
his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God among the trees of the
garden. (NKJV)

Ever since the original sin of Adam and Eve, all people have been separated from God
by sin. That separation from God has caused every person to look for one or more
substitutes to fill the emptiness in their life. However, those substitutes can never
produce inner peace. As aresult, we continue to search for another substitute. These
substitutes become the idols in our lives. In many cases these substitutes also lead to
various forms of addiction.

The separation caused by sin means that man has no relationship with God. Sin also
affects human relationships. Most human relationships are based on each person
trying to get his or her own needs met rather than trying to meet the needs of others.
This selfish attitude causes great human conflict. As a result, mankind is separated
from God and has conflicts with others.

Sin affected our relationship with God. Sin also affected our relationship with ourself.
Adam and Eve immediately experienced a change inside themselves. Their lives were
filled with fear which caused them to try and hide. Their lives were filled with guilt
because their conscience told them that what they had done was wrong. Thelr lives
were filled with shame because they realized that they would have to stand before God
naked. Asaresult, they tried to cover up their shame with fig leaves.

Shame will usually cause us to cover our inward shame by placing the focus on our
outward appearance. Only when we dea with what is causing us to feel shame
inwardly will we be able to accept our outward appearance. Today people use every
possible way to try to cover and hide the shame that they are feeling in their spirits.
That is why people find it very hard to be honest about their true thoughts and
feelings.

Biblical illustrations of how fear, guilt and shame affect us

[llustrations of the effects of fear

When Adam and Eve sinned, they became afraid and hid themselves from God. Just
as fear caused them to act in a totally different way that in the past, so fear causes us
to act out of fear instead of acting out of love (I John 4:18). Look at a number of
Biblical illustrations of how people acted when they acted out of fear:

Abraham denied hismarriageto Sarah - Genesis 13:11-13, Genesis 20:2

| saac denied his marriage to Rebekah - Genesis 26:6-10

Jacob feared Esau because of hispast sin - Genesis 32:7-8

Saul acted foolishly because of fear - | Samuel 13:8-14

Peter denied that he knew Christ - Matthew 26:69-75

Thedisciples hid in the upper room for fear of the Jews - John 20:19

Peter also showed prejudice because of fear - Galatians 2:11-12

David tried to hide his guilt by anger at others- Il Samuel 12:1-9

When Adam and Eve sinned, they saw themselves as naked before God. However,
they did what people do today to cover their shame. Instead of dealing with the spirit
or inner man, they tried to cover their outward appearance so that they could hide their
shame from others. This is exactly what people do today in their attempt to cover
their shame. They focus on some outward thing that they feel makes them inadequate.
Look at the following Biblical illustrations:

Adam and Eve focused on their physical nakedness - Genesis 3.7, 10

M oses focused on hisinability to speak - Exodus 4:10

The ten spiesfocused on their lack of height - Numbers 13:33

Saul focused on histribal background - | Samuel 9:21

Adam was not ready to take the personal responsibility for his sin. As a result, he
handled it like a man and blamed Eve. Of course Eve was not ready to take personal
responsibility for her sin and so she blamed the snake. That is the way people have
handled their fear, guilt and shame ever since. They blame others for the choices that
they have made. Of course that blame only causes greater separation between people.
The separation between people only gets worse as people become more sinful.

As aresult of blame, people create barriers between themselves and others. In most
relationships, since both sides are blaming the other person, each person puts a shell
around themselves to try to protect themselves from being hurt. These fear based
relationships result in a breakdown of communication.

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D. Reversing the effects of original sin
1. reversing the effects of separation (relationship and fellowship)

a. developing relationship
Romans 8:14-17
For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. For you did not
receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption by
whom we cry out, "Abba, Father." The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that
we are children of God, and if children, then heirs -- heirs of God and joint heirs with
Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified together.

We want the new Christian to realize that at the moment we placed our trust in Christ
we established a relationship with God. We became the sons of God. We had the
Holy Spirit come into our spirit to testify to us that we are the children of God. We
became a part of those who will share the inheritance of God with Christ.

We help the new Christian learn to walk in Christ by sharing with them how
we learned to walk in Christ instead of walking in our own strength. Just like aloving
parent, we spend time with the new Christian to show them how we do the things
listed in these verses.

We
need to help them understand the difference between worldly love (satisfying self),
family love (great care and concern but sometimes conditional) and Christ's love
(demonstrated by His self sacrifice for our sake) from which we can never be
separated- Romans 8:31-39.
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b. learning to act out of love

we learn to act out of love aswe grow in Christ’s perfect love
| John 4:18
Thereis no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment.
But he who fears has not been made perfect in love. (NKJV)

Before we became Christians, our human spirit was separated from the Holy Spirit so
our decisions aways went through the changed relationship that we had with
ourselves because of sin (fear, guilt and shame). That meant that because we could
only depend on ourselves we acted out of fear rather than love. Now that the Holy
Spirit has come into our human spirit, we have a choice. We can depend on ourselves
and act out of fear or we can yield to the Holy Spirit and act out of love. In fact we
have to make that choice two or three hundred times every day. Aswe learn to yield
to the Holy Spirit more frequently, we will be moving from fear toward love.

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b. learning to experience cleansing

Christ used a very important illustration in John 13:10 to help Christians understand
the need for daily cleansing from sins that we commit day by day. “Jesus said to him,
He who is bathed needs only to wash his feet, but is completely clean; and you are
clean, but not all of you.” Christ compares our salvation to a bath that has removed
our sins. However, we continue to commit other sins daily and we need to confess
those sins daily so that we experience daily cleansing from the guilt of sin. When we
confess our sins, Christ gives us the following promise.

If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us
from al unrighteousness. (NKJV)

We need to help them
understand that confession of sinis like a spiritua bath. We confess our sins and God
causes usto feel clean in our inner person.

Forgiving others is not a natural response for us. It is only as we understand that we
are forgiven that we desire to forgive others. Then we see that we will only forgive
others as we depend on the strength of Christ to forgive instead of our strength.

Adam experienced shame because he was naked before God. However, instead of
dedling with his inward shame before God, Adam tried to deal with his outward
appearance. People have focused on their outward appearance ever since in ther
efforts to try and dea with inadequacy and shame. People focus on their outward
appearance and say that they are to short, to fat, to little hair on their head, their nose
Is not perfect or athousand other things about their appearance. However, they do not
deal with their appearance before God as sinners and God looks at the heart. God
makes us a new creation at the moment we place our trust in Christ.

The problem that we face if we try this approach is that the shame is still there
when we finish our activities because the activities have been substituted for
confession and forsaking the sin. Instead we need to focus on renewing the inner man
by confessing and forsaking sin.

A person who is a new Christian has probably made resolutions many times but never
had the power to carry out those resolutions. That is why it is important to help him
understand that he will only be able to carry out right choices as he depends on the
power of the Holy Spirit working in hislife.

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E. Thefour callsand commission of Christ to the disciples

1. Call One*Come and See”
John 1:39
He said to them, "Come and see." They came and saw where He was staying, and
remained with Him that day (now it was about the tenth hour). (NKJV)

Christ invited the disciples to spend time with Him

Christ invited the disciplesto get to know Him

If we are going to develop healthy reproducing disciples, we will need to follow the
example of Christ as we see how He developed healthy reproducing disciples. We
aready saw that spiritual growth happens best when people have spiritual parents. In
actual fact Christ became a spiritual parent to the disciples to help them in ther
gpiritual growth. In each of the four calls, we will see that Christ asked the disciples
to make a greater commitment. In exchange Christ also committed Himself to spend
more time with the disciples as He asked for greater commitment. The goal of this
first call was:
Evangelism and Follow-up
(thisperiod lasted for about a year)

During this period:

Christ invited the disciples to spend time with Him
John 1:35-51

Christ invited the disciplesto travel somewith Him
John 2:1-12, John 4:1-45

Christ began to share Hisvision with the disciples

John 4:35
“Lifeup your eyesand look on the fields’

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2. Call Two “Come and Grow”
Mark 1:16-20
And as He walked by the Sea of Galilee, He saw Simon and Andrew his brother
casting a net into the sea; for they were fishermen. Then Jesus said to them, "Follow
Me, and | will make you become fishers of men." They immediately left their nets and
followed Him. When He had gone a little farther from there, He saw James the son of
Zebedee, and John his brother, who also were in the boat mending their nets. And
immediately He called them, and they left their father Zebedee in the boat with the
hired servants, and went after Him. (NKJV)

Christ invited the disciplesto follow Him

Christ promised to help them become fishers of men

We see in these verses that Christ invited the disciples to make a greater commitment
to Him. At the same time Christ also promised to spend more time with them. In
these verses Christ gave the disciples an invitation to come and grow and begin to
learn to serve. Christ invited the disciples to go with Him so that they could learn
from Him. However, he had a second reason which was equally important for taking
the disciples with Him. Christ wanted them to see from His example that He loved
them. The goal of this second call was:

Edification (growth)
(thisperiod lasted six to nine months)

During this period:

Christ continued to expand the vision of the disciples
Mark 1:38
But He said to them, "Let us go into the next towns, that | may preach there also,
because for this purpose | have come forth." (NKJV)

Christ wanted to give the disciples a vision of the needs of other areas
Christ wanted to show the disciples how to make contacts

Christ wanted the disciplesto understand His purpose

Today we want to do these same things with those at thislevel of commitment!
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3. Call Three*Come and Serve’
(Come and Be With Me)
Mark 3:13-15
And He went up on the mountain and called to Him those He Himself wanted. And
they came to Him. Then He appointed twelve, that they might be with Him and that
He might send them out to preach, and to have power to heal sicknesses and to cast
out demons. (NKJV)

Christ chose those He wanted
Christ chosethe twelve to be with Him
Christ chose the twelve to send them out to preach
Christ chosethe twelve to minister to the needs of people
At this point Christ invited the twelve to a greater level of commitment. He invited
them to become a part of a small leadership training group who would spend their time
with Him. Christ also had two objectives during this period. First, Christ wanted the
disciples to observe His example even more closely so that they would learn how
much He loved them. Second, He wanted them to begin to serve Him by sharing the
Gospel and ministering to the hurting. The goal of this third call was:

(thisperiod lasted until after the resurrection)

Christ continued to expand the vision of the disciples
(Christ taught the disciples how to serve)
Matthew 9:36-10:10
They could serve by praying for laborers

They could serve by becoming laborers

They could serve because the Lord would provide

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4. Call Four “Come and Shepherd”

John 21:15-17
So when they had eaten breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, "Simon, son of Jonah,
do you love Me more than these?' He said to Him, "Yes, Lord; You know that | love
You." He said to him, "Feed My lambs." He said to him again a second time, "Simon,
son of Jonah, do you love Me?' He said to Him, "Yes, Lord; You know that | love
You." He said to him, "Tend My sheep." He said to him the third time, "Simon, son of
Jonah, do you love Me?" Peter was grieved because He said to him the third time, "Do
you love Me?' And he said to Him, "Lord, You know all things; Y ou know that | love
You." Jesus said to him, "Feed My sheep. (NKJV)

Christ aso told
the disciples that He would provide the power for ministry through the Holy Spirit in
Luke 24:49, “Behold, | send the Promise of My Father upon you; but tarry in the city
of Jerusalem until you are endued with power from on high.” (NKJV) The goal of this
fourth call was:

Expansion of leader ship

Christ focused on the indwelling Holy Spirit - John 14:16-18
Christ focused on the guidance of the Holy Spirit - John 14:26
Christ focused on sharing His plans - John 15:15-16
Christ focused on praying for them - John 17:4-19
Christ focused on loving Him - John 21:15-17

Helping spiritual new born babes and toddler s begin healthy growth
(new bornswant food, spiritual toddlers are self center ed)

Just like a physical infant or a physical toddler, the spiritual new born or the
spiritual toddler does not know what he or she needs for proper spiritual growth. That
iIswhy it is very important for every new Christian to have a spiritual parent who will
love them and guide them in their growth. A child who grows up in a Christian home
may have parents who are both physical and spiritual parents. However, for an adult
who becomes a Christian or for a child who does not have Christian parents, thereis a
great need for spiritual parents who will help the new Christian experience proper
development.

In order to know how to help people in their spiritual growth, we need to
understand their needs at each level in their spiritual development. First, new
Christians and spiritual toddlers need love. | Thessalonians 2:7-8 says, “ But we were
gentle among you, just as a nursing mother cherishes her own children. So,
affectionately longing for you, we were well pleased to impart to you not only the
gospel of God, but also our own lives, because you had become dear to us.” (NKJV)

Second, new Christians and toddlers need an example to follow. | Corinthians
11:1 says, “Imitate me, just as | also imitate Christ.” (NKJV) Paul emphasizes this
same thought to the Corinthians in | Corinthians 4:16 when he says, “ Therefore | urge
you, imitate me. (NKJV)

Third, new Christians need food to help them in their spiritual growth.
However, many new Christians find it very difficult to understand the Bible. For that
reason they need a spiritual parent who will explain the Bible to them and answer their
guestions. Aquila and Priscilla give us a beautiful example of thisin Acts 18:26, “So
he began to speak boldly in the synagogue. When Aquila and Priscilla heard him, they
took him aside and explained to him the way of God more accurately. (NKJV)

A. Understanding how we help spiritual newborns and toddlers
become spiritual children

1. the profile of a spiritual newborn

Just as there are certain characteristics of a physical newborn, there are also certain
characteristics of a spiritual newborn. True spiritua birth will always provide an
attitude of repentance toward God, an attitude of faith in our Lord Jesus Christ and
evidence of possessing new life. The fact that the conscience of a person has been
renewed will cause a new Christian to feel that he is even more sinful that he used to
be. If you ask him if he has started committing new sins, he will often say, “No, | am
not committing new sins but things that never used to bother me now bother me.” |
assure the new Christian that his conscience is now working properly so that he can
confess those sins and be forgiven and cleansed - | John 1:9.

2. the profile of a spiritual toddler

The spiritual toddler also has certain characteristics. However, the characteristics of a
gpiritual toddler are negative rather than positive because a spiritual toddler is a
Christian who started to grow but then stopped growing or even went backward in his
gpiritual growth. Many of the following characteristics are commonly found among
gpiritual toddlers:

B. Helping spiritual new borns and toddlers build their relationship with God
1. learning about God (Bible study)

The key in helping spiritual new borns and toddlers learn how to build their
relationship with God is not to tell them to study their Bible. Instead the key is to
have Bible study with them so that they can get their questions answered. Christ took
the disciples with Him so that He could answer the questions that were in their minds.
Before people become Christians they lack spiritual understanding. (Many people
also lack reading comprehension). For this reason, a new Christian will have many of
the same questions whether he has never been to school or has multiple doctor’s
degrees from one of the best universities in the world.

L ear ning about God through the Bible happensin five ways:

Welearn by hearing the Word of God
Romans 10:17
Welearn by reading the Word of God
Revelation 1:3
Welearn by studying the Word of God

Welearn by memorizing the Word of God

Most people first get involved in learning about God by hearing someone else read the
Bible. Those who become Christians and begin to grow usually start to read, some
start to study and some begin to memorize. However, al four of these ways of
learning about God through the Bible have one common problem. People learn to
know about God but they do not really get to know God. We usually only start to get
to really know God as they learn to meditate on the Word of God along with the
following responses to our meditation:

L earn to practice daily cleansing from sin - John 13:9-10
L earn to obey the commands of Christ - John 13:12-17
L earn to love one another - John 13:34-35
Learn toyield to the Holy Spirit - John 14:13-27

Learn to abidein Christ - John 15:1-8
Learn totakeroot in thelove of Christ - John 15:9-17




2. learning to talk to God (prayer)

The key to helping spiritual new borns and toddlers learn how to pray is not to teach a
classon prayer. Instead the key isto pray for them and with them. Many people have
learned how to say prayers but they haven't the dightest idea what it actually means to
pray. Paul told people what he prayed for them many times. One of the great
examples of Paul’s prayer for Christiansis given in Ephesians 3:14-21.

For this reason | bow my knees to the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, from whom
the whole family in heaven and earth is named, that He would grant you, according to
the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner
man, that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and
grounded in love, may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and
length and depth and height -- to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge;
that you may be filled with al the fullness of God. Now to Him who is able to do
exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that
worksin us, to Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever
and ever. Amen. (NKJV)

Paul included the following thingsin hisprayer for the Ephesians:
That they would be strengthened with might by His Spirit in the inner man
That Christ would dwell in their hearts by faith

That they would become rooted and grounded in love

That they would know the love of Christ which passes knowledge

That they would befilled with all the fullness of God

We need to help new Christians learn to pray that the Holy Spirit would give strength
to their human spirit (this happens as they learn to yield to God instead of depending
on their own strength). We need to help them learn to share their lives with Christ by
praying in faith. We need to help them understand how to begin to take root in the
love of Christ (this happens as they ask Christ to give them His love for others). We
need to help them begin to know the love of Christ which is greater than any human
love (this happens as they pray for spiritual understanding of the love of Christ rather
than human understanding). Then they need to pray that God will help them to
understand how He fills their lives as they yield to Him (this happens as they learn to
pray at any time about any thing so that they have Christ's power flowing through

them).
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3. learning to know God (fellowship)

The key to helping spiritua new borns and spiritual toddlers learn to experience
fellowship with God is not to teach a class on fellowship. Instead the key is to invite
them to share fellowship with you so that they will be able to observe your fellowship
with God. As you spend time together sharing how you are applying Biblica
principles to your daily life, they will begin to learn those principles and how to apply
them in their daily lives. John shared some key principles for fellowship with God in |
John 1:3-7.

That which we have seen and heard we declare to you, that you also may have
fellowship with us; and truly our fellowship is with the Father and with His Son Jesus
Christ. And these things we write to you that your joy may be full. This is the
message which we have heard from Him and declare to you, that God is light and in
Him is no darkness at all. If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in
darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. But if we walk in the light as He isin
the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son
cleanses us from al sin. (NKJV)
John shared the following principles about fellowship

We can only share with otherswhat we have experienced ourselves
Truefellowship iswith both the Father and the Son
True fellowship will produce joy rather than happiness
(happinessis based on what is happening around us,
joy isbased on what is happening within us)
Truefellowship isbased on the fact that God islight

Truefellowship will not happen if we arewalking in darkness

Truefellowship will happen aswe learn to walk in the light

Truefellowship happens both with God and with other Christians
(we cannot have one without the other)

Truefellowship requiresdaily cleansing from our sins

Fellowship isalife shared not a topic taught!
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4. learning to serve God (obedience)

Spiritual new borns and spiritual toddlers do not have a history of obedience to God.
The spiritual new born has not had a history of obedience because he did not even
know God to obey Him. The spiritual toddler has not had a history of obedience and
that is why he has remained a spiritua toddler. Obedience is caught rather than
taught. Christians will only learn to obey and serve God as they have the opportunity
to see by persona observation how to obey and serve God. Paul made this clear by
the principles he shared in | Thessalonians 2:10-12.

You are witnesses, and God also, how devoutly and justly and blamelesdy we

behaved ourselves among you who believe; as you know how we exhorted, and

comforted, and charged every one of you, as a father does his own children, that you

would walk worthy of God who calls you into His own kingdom and glory. (NKJV)
Principlesfor learning to obey and serve God

New Christians learn to obey by the example of other Christians

New Christians need examplesthat are devout, just and blameless

New Christians need examples that spend time with them
New Christians need examplesthat will encourage them
New Christians need examplesthat with comfort them
New Christians need examples that will urgethem to doright
New Christians need a caring spiritual father and mother

New Christians need to be shown a worthy walk to follow

From these principles we see that new Christians learn how to serve God and be
obedient to His commandments as they see spiritual parents giving them an example to
follow. The only way they can have an example to follow isif Christians will become
spiritual parents who spend time with them. As new Christians spend time with you,
they will become what you are whether that is good or bad.

Obedience and service are caught not taught!
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5. learning toyield to the Holy Spirit (power for change)

Most spiritual new borns and spiritual toddlers have a great desire for change but they
have no idea how to change. They have tried at different times to change and have
awaysfailed. What they are experiencing is described perfectly in Romans 7:18-20.

For | know that in me (that is, in my flesh) nothing good dwells; for to will is present
with me, but how to perform what is good | do not find. For the good that | will to do,
| do not do; but the evil | will not to do, that | practice. Now if | do what | will not to
do, itisno longer | who do it, but sin that dwells in me. (NKJV)

The sin that dwells in us is the sin of depending on self (acting independent of God)
instead of yielding to God and asking Him to give us His strength to change. Christ
told the disciples in John 15:5 that they could do nothing without Him. He told them
in Luke 24:49 to wait in Jerusalem until they were clothed with power from on high.
Then He promised them in Acts 1:8 that they would have power to be witnesses to
Him as they yielded to the Holy Spirit. We are given the following promises in |1
Timothy 1:7.

For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound
mind. (NKJV)

We have been given the spirit of power
We have been given the spirit of love

We have been given the spirit of a sound mind (self control)

C. Helping spiritual new borns and toddlers build their relationship with a
spiritual parent

1. developing trust (love)
We want to help those who are spiritual new borns and toddlers build a relationship of
trust with spiritual parents. Relationships between parents and young children are
developed by what the parents say and do. The same is true for the building of
relationships between spiritual parents and those who are spiritual new borns and
toddlers. Spiritual parents are told how to develop thesein | Thessalonians 2:7-9.
But we were gentle among you, just as a nursing mother cherishes her own children.
So, affectionately longing for you, we were well pleased to impart to you not only the
gospel of God, but also our own lives, because you had become dear to us. For you
remember, brethren, our labor and toil; for laboring night and day, that we might not
be a burden to any of you, we preached to you the gospel of God. (NKJV)

Characteristics of a spiritual parent who wantsto develop trust
An attitude of gentleness
Thetender love of a nursing mother

A strong desire to show that love

A sharing of their life with the spiritual new born

Treating the spiritual new born asworthy of love

A willingness to sacrifice for the spiritual new born

A willingness to be available and serve

Trust is something that the spiritual parent chooses to develop or fail to develop by
their own choice. Those who are spiritual new borns and toddlers do not even know
what they need in order to develop effectively in their spiritual lives. Asaresult, they
do not even know that they need someone who will show tender love and care to
them. That is why it is the responsibility of spiritualy mature Christians to take the
responsibility to become spiritual parents and help new Christians in their growth and
spiritua development.
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2. modeling (example)

Most of what spiritual new borns and toddlers will learn during this period of their
spiritual development will be learned from what they see instead of from what they are
taught. That iswhy they need spiritua parents who can provide them with an example
to follow. If the examples they have to follow are controlled by inner fear, guilt and
shame, they will become Christians who are controlled by externa rules rather than
becoming Christians who are taking root in the love of Christ. That iswhy Paul said in
| Corinthians 4:14-17:

| do not write these things to shame you, but as my beloved children | warn you. For
though you might have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet you do not have many
fathers; for in Christ Jesus | have begotten you through the gospel. Therefore | urge
you, imitate me. For this reason | have sent Timothy to you, who is my beloved and
faithful son in the Lord, who will remind you of my ways in Christ, as | teach
everywhere in every church. (NKJV)

New borns and toddlers do not need additional shame

Paul aso told Timothy the areas of our example as spiritual parents which will have
the greatest impact on othersin their spiritual development.

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3. fivethings a spiritual parent doesto help a spiritual child grow

In addition to develop trust in the spiritual new born or toddler and providing an
example for them to follow, Jethro told Moses five other things that would help people
develop in their spiritual lives. These same five things are important if we want to
help people grow and develop. These are given for usin Exodus 18:19-21.

"Listen now to my voice; | will give you counsel, and God will be with you: Stand
before God for the people, so that you may bring the difficulties to God. "And you
shall teach them the statutes and the laws, and show them the way in which they must
walk and the work they must do. "Moreover you shall select from al the people able
men, such as fear God, men of truth, hating covetousness; and place such over them to
be rulers of thousands, rulers of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens. (NKJV)

Jethro aso recognized that the maximum number of people that most people could
help to develop is about ten at atime (many may be only able to help one or two at a
time depending on their own level of spiritual development). Some can only exercise

direct leadership while others can lead other leaders (indirect leadership). Asaresult,
Jethro suggested to Moses that they appoint:

L eaders of tens

L eaders of fifties
(work with five leaders of groups of ten)

L eaders of hundreds
(work with ten leaders of groups of ten)

L eader s of thousands
(work with ten leader s who work with ten leaders of groups of ten)

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[1.
Helping spiritual children continue to experience proper development
(spiritual children want to grow)

Just like a physical child wants to grow physicaly, the spiritual child wants to
grow in his spiritual life. The person who has become a spiritual child has already
learned many lessons about building his relationship with God, his relationship with
other Christians and his relationship with those who are not yet Christians. However,
for proper growth to continue, he still needs spiritual parents. In addition, he also
needs spiritual brothers and sisters who now become more important in his
development.

During this stage of a person’s spiritua development, he needs to become
strong in spirit. Luke 1:80 describes the development of John the Baptist by saying, *
So the child grew and became strong in spirit, and was in the deserts till the day of his
manifestation to Israel.” (NKJV) A person becomes strong in spirit as he learns to
submit the control of his human spirit to the Holy Spirit so that the power of the Holy
Spirit flows through hislife.

Just like the spiritual new born and toddler, the spiritual child continues to need
encouragement and an example to follow. Paul told the Christians in | Thessalonians
2:10-12, “ You are witnesses, and God also, how devoutly and justly and blamelessly
we behaved ourselves among you who believe; as you know how we exhorted, and
comforted, and charged every one of you, as a father does his own children, that you
would walk worthy of God who calls you into His own kingdom and glory.” (NKJV)

A key part of the development of a spiritual child is the development of healthy
relationships with a growing number of other Christians. John 13:34-35 says, “A new
commandment | give to you, that you love one ancther; as | have loved you, that you
also love one another. "By this al will know that you are My disciples, if you have
love for one another."” (NKJV) In order to develop hedthy relationships with a
growing number of other Christians, the spiritual child needsto bein at least one small
group to develop a healthy relationship with the others in that group. Christ modeled
this principle when it tells us in Mark 3:14, “Then He appointed twelve, that they
might be with Him and that He might send them out to preach,” (NKJV) They spent
time with Him and with each other.

Three needs of spiritual children

They need to become strong in spirit
They need to have encouragement and an exampleto follow

They need to build healthy relationships with other Christians




B. Under standing how we help spiritual children become spiritual young men
1. the profile of a spiritual child

Like the spiritual new born and the spiritual toddler, the spiritual child also has certain
characteristics. A gpiritual child is one who is growing in the same way that Christ
grew as achild. The following characteristics are developing in a spiritua child.

L uke 2:40-52

And the Child grew and became strong in spirit, filled with wisdom; and the grace of
God was upon Him. His parents went to Jerusalem every year at the Feast of the
Passover. And when He was twelve years old, they went up to Jerusalem according to
the custom of the feast. When they had finished the days, as they returned, the Boy
Jesus lingered behind in Jerusalem. And Joseph and His mother did not know it; but
supposing Him to have been in the company, they went a day's journey, and sought
Him among their relatives and acquaintances. So when they did not find Him, they
returned to Jerusalem, seeking Him. Now so it was that after three days they found
Him in the temple, sitting in the midst of the teachers, both listening to them and
asking them questions. And all who heard Him were astonished at His understanding
and answers. So when they saw Him, they were amazed; and His mother said to Him,
"Son, why have You done this to us? Look, Your father and | have sought You
anxioudy." And He said to them, "Why did you seek Me? Did you not know that |
must be about My Father's business?' But they did not understand the statement
which He spoke to them. Then He went down with them and came to Nazareth, and
was subject to them, but His mother kept all these things in her heart. And Jesus
increased in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and men. (NKJV)

2. the objectives for helping a spiritual child become a spiritual young man
a. growth in character and attitude

Our goa is to help each Christian continue to grow in the development of godly
character and attitude. In order for this to happen, we need to know what will help
them continue to develop and we need to show them how these things develop in their
lives. This means that the importance of spending time with a spiritual parent is
equally important at this stage of development so that growing Christians can be
shown how to grow in godly character and attitude. To become strong in spirit, a
growing Christian needs to be shown how to:

b. growth in knowledge

Our goal isto help each Christian continue to grow both in his or her knowledge of the
Word of God and also the application of that Word to their daily living. Many
Christians grow in knowledge but they do not know how to put into practice what they
are learning. That is why we also want to help Christians learn to put into practice
what they are learning. During this period of development in the life of the growing
Christian, we want to help them focus on at least three things. A spiritua child that is

growing:
I s becoming familiar with the entire Word of God

[l Timothy 3:14-17

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B. Helping spiritual children develop a godly relationship within their family
(developing the one another swithin the family)

The New Testament gives us 43 different relationships that talk about our relationship
and ministry to one another. Thirty one of these are positive and twelve are negative.
These are best developed within the family by those members of the family that are
Christians. Many times when we reach a person for Christ, part of their family are not
Chrigtians. In that case we need to help the new Christian learn to develop these
relationships within a spiritual family so that they will be shown by example how to
develop a godly relationship with family members whether those family members are
Christians or not. Thisisvery important if we are going to reach their family and their
extended family for Christ.

If part of the members of the extended
family are Christians, developing the one another relationships commanded by
Scripture are often most easily developed within the extended family first. If part of
the extended family are not Christians, practicing the one anothers in our relationships
with those family members will often give us opportunities to share the Gospel with
them and lead them to Christ.

When parents did not had godly Christian parents as they were growing up, they have
no idea how to function as godly parents themselves. Instead they will tend to parent
their own children the same way that their parents raised them. As aresult, they need
help in learning how to be godly parents to their children. Scripture points out that
there are certain areas where most parents need help because of wrong examples they
experienced as they were growing.

C. Helping spiritual children develop a godly relationship with a spiritual family
1. spiritual parent - spiritual child relationship

One of the key reasons why so many Christians remain as spiritual toddlers for many
years is due to the fact that they never become a part of a spiritual family. The most
important relationship in a physical child’s development is their relationship with their
parents. The same thing is true for a spiritual child. A person who becomes a
Christian as an adult has never seen a Christian family modeled. Unfortunately, even
many who have grown up in Christian homes have not been given good models as
thelr examples. That is why it is very important for every new Christian to have
spiritual parents (In some cases this will also be their physical parents.)

Just as new Christians need spiritual parents, growing Christians need a spiritual
family to help them in their development. Christ formed a spiritual family when He
chose the twelve to be with Him. They had to learn to relate to one another and learn
to accept one another because Christ chose some very diverse disciples - a tax
collector and a Zealot (the tax collectors worked for the Romans and the Zealots were
trying to overthrow the Romans). In the early church we see that the Christians met in
small groups so that they could share their lives.

Helping spiritual young men develop an effective ministry - Titus 2:4-8
(spiritual young men want to serve)

Just as a physical young man enjoys learning how to help others, the spiritua
young man wants to learn how to serve the Lord and serve others. A spiritua young
man or woman is one who has already |earned how to develop a healthy relationship
with God, with his family and with a spiritual family. Now they want to learn how to
serve God, serve their physical and spiritual family and learn how to reach others for
Christ and help them grow.

We have some Biblical examples of young men who grew quickly and became
gpiritual young men who wanted to serve the Lord. In fact we can learn some key
lessons from two of those young men.

Saul demonstrated two key characteristics of a person who wantsto grow
Acts 9:4-6
Then he fell to the ground, and heard a voice saying to him, "Saul, Saul, why are you
persecuting Me?' And he said, "Who are You, Lord?' Then the Lord said, "I am
Jesus, whom you are persecuting. It is hard for you to kick against the goads." So he,
trembling and astonished, said, "Lord, what do You want me to do?' Then the Lord
said to him, "Arise and go into the city, and you will be told what you must

do." (NKJV)
A learner’sattitude - Who areyou Lord?
A servant’sheart - Lord, what do you want me to do?

Timothy was one of the FAT people
Acts 16:2-3, 16:6-10

He was well spoken of by the brethren who were at Lystra and Iconium. Paul wanted to have him
go on with him. And he took him and circumcised him because of the Jews who were in that region,
for they all knew that his father was Greek... Now when they had gone through Phrygia and the
region of Galatia, they were forbidden by the Holy Spirit to preach the word in Asia. After they had
come to Mysia, they tried to go into Bithynia, but the Spirit did not permit them. So passng by
Mysia, they came down to Troas. And a vision appeared to Paul in the night. A man of Macedonia
stood and pleaded with him, saying, "Come over to Macedoniaand help us." *Now after he had seen
the vision, immediately we sought to go to Macedonia, concluding that the Lord had called us to
preach the gospel to them. (NKJV)

characteristics. The following characteristics are developing in a spiritual young man:

B. Helping spiritual young men build their relationship with the body
1. building spiritual extended family relationships (one another s)

The focus in helping the spiritua babe and toddler is helping them build relationships
with spiritual parents. The focus in helping the spiritual child is helping them build
relationships with a spiritual family (the small group). Now as we come to the
gpiritual young man we want to help him learn to build relationships with the entire
body (the church). Thisis of key importance because the desire of the spiritual young
man is to serve others. In order to be able to effectively serve others, the spiritual
young man or woman needs to know how to build healthy relationships with all
Christians.

The Lord did not leave us in the dark about how to build healthy relationships. In the
New Testament we see that there are 43 one anothers. These 43 things tell us how we
build healthy relationships with others. Twelve are things that we are told to avoid.
Thirty-one are things that we are told to do to build healthy relationships between
Christians.

If we depend on our own strength, we will act out of fear and do the things that
destroy relationships. We will do the things we are told to avoid and fail to do the
things that we are told to do. However, each time that we yield to the Holy Spirit and
depend on His power, the love of Christ will flow through us and we will build healthy
relationships with other Christians.

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2. becoming an exampleto others

One of the very important things about a spiritual young man is that he is becoming an
example to others. This means that he is learning to show by his life that Christ is the
one who changes and transforms a life. Because a spiritual young man or woman is
becoming aleader of others, people are beginning to watch their example very closely.

Many thingsin the Christian life are caught rather than taught. This means that people
must be shown by the example of others how to grow in the Christian life. The list of
one another’ s that we have just looked at have to be shown for a person to really begin
to practice them in his own life. Paul shared with Timothy six ways that he should be
an example to other Christians.

Spiritual young men are able to become an example for others to follow because they
are learning to follow Christ as a pattern of life. Both Christ and Paul focused on
training by example and not just by what they taught. In the same way we need to
show people by our example and train them to be an example.

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C. Helping spiritual young men build their ministry
1. developing a ministry of serviceto the body

One of the characteristics of young men is that they like to serve. We see this
illustrated in a very interesting way in the early church. A passage that talks about the
service of physical young men shows the desire of spiritual young men. In Acts 5:6,
10 we see the service of a group of young men in the early church.

Acts 5.6
And the young men arose and wrapped him up, carried him out, and buried him.
(NKJV)

Acts5:10
Then immediately she fell down at his feet and breathed her last. And the young men
came in and found her dead, and carrying her out, buried her by her husband. (NKJV)

In these verses we see that the young men in the early church were ready and eager to
serve in any way possible including taking the responsibility for burials. Spiritual
young men have a strong desire to serve the Lord if the leaders of the church will give
them the opportunity to serve. In order to help them learn how to serve most
effectively, we need to help them discover their SHAPE.

When Barnabas and Paul were sent out by God from the church at Antioch, they took
John Mark with them so that he could learn to minister by assisting them as they
traveled. That is a key way that we help spiritual young men in ther spiritual
development and prepare them to become healthy reproducing Christians.

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2. developing a ministry of service to the world (evangelism)

Spiritual young men have a desire to serve those who are not Christians as well as
those who are Christians. They are eager to have someone show them how to share
the Gospel with those who are not Christians. About a year after Christ first met the
disciplesin John 1, Christ gave those same men an invitation to learn how to serve by
sharing the Gospel with those who were not Christians. We see that Christ got an
immediate positive response from those men because they had been growing in their
relationship with Christ over that year.

Matthew 4:18-22

And Jesus, walking by the Sea of Galilee, saw two brothers, Simon called Peter, and
Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea; for they were fishermen. Then He said
to them, "Follow Me, and | will make you fishers of men." They immediately left their
nets and followed Him. Going on from there, He saw two other brothers, James the
son of Zebedee, and John his brother, in the boat with Zebedee their father, mending
their nets. He called them, and immediately they left the boat and their father, and
followed Him. (NKJV)

In these verses we see that the Biblical way to teach people how to share the Gospel
with othersis to take people with you and show them how to share the Gospel. The
principle of showing spiritual young men how to share the Gospel and showing them
how to minister to other Christians is a principle that we see throughout the New
Testament. However, most Christians today try to tell others how to serve the Lord
(sermons, seminars, classes, etc.) instead of showing them how to serve the Lord.
Spiritual young men will learn best how to serve the Lord if we take them with us
and show them.

Just as a physical parent enjoys learning how to become a more effective
parent, a spiritual parent has an even greater desire to learn how to become an
effective spiritual parent. A spiritual parent has aready learned how to develop a
healthy relationship with God, with his family, with a spiritual family and with the
church as a whole. Now they want to learn how to become an effective spiritual
parent who can show others how to grow in ther spiritual lives by becoming a
spiritual parent to them.

We have some excellent Biblical examples of people who became spiritual
parents to help others in their spiritual growth. Paul, Silas and Timothy provide some
of the best examples of spiritua parents other than Christ.

As a result, the model for teaching spiritual
children is the same as the model for teaching physical children.
