The Greek word (nepios) speaks of a child that cannot yet speak clearly
that is why we are using the word toddler
it is used ten times in the New Testament
four uses help us to understand the Spiritual Toddler

The Spiritual Toddler is one who started to grow and

then stopped growing in his or her spiritual life

I Corinthians 3:1-3

And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual people but as to carnal, as to
babes in Christ. | fed you with milk and not with solid food; for until now you were
not able o receive it, and even now you are still not able; for you are still carnal. For
where there are envy, drife, and divisons among you, are you not carna and
behaving like mere men? (NKJV)

I Corinthians 13:11

When | was a child, | spoke as a child, | understood as a child, | thought as a child;
but when | became aman, | put away childish things. (NKJV)

Ephesians 4:14
That we should no longer be children, tossed to and fro and carried about with every

A Christian who depends on his own strength to grow will continue to live in fear
because he has no power in his own strength. However, as we begin to grow in our
understanding of the love of Christ for us and learn to yield to the Holy Spirit moment
by moment, our fear is gradualy being replaced by love and we begin moving back
toward love. The more we grow in Christ, the more we understand His love for us - I
Corinthians 5:14-15
