For as I passed by, and beheld your devotions, I 
found an altar with this inscription, TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Whom therefore ye 
ignorantly worship, him declare I unto you. 

 
Serving churches in other languages is best done by a multilingual team

Leadership in marriage grows as we complete rather than compete 

Genesis 2:24 
 Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: 
and they shall be one flesh. 

 
Leadership in marriage grows as we discuss the Scripture together 

Ephesians 5:25-27 
 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for 
it;  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word,  That 
he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any 
such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish. 

 
Leadership in marriage grows as we honor and pray for one another 

I Peter 3:7 
 Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with them according to knowledge, giving honour unto 
the wife, as unto the weaker vessel, and as being heirs together of the grace of life; 
that your prayers be not hindered. 

 
Growing in spiritual leadership will cause us to: 

 
 

Grow in learning to listen to our partner 
 

Grow in making decisions together instead of competing 
 

Grow in our sharing of the Word with our partner 
 

Grow in our spiritual and physical protection of our partner 
 

Grow in our commitment to honor our partner 
 

Grow in our commitment to pray for our partner 
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3. Am I growing in my leadership in my family? 
 

Leadership in our family grows as we nurture and admonish our children 
Ephesians 6:4 

And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture 
and admonition of the Lord. 

 
Leadership in our family grows as we model godly faith 

II Timothy 1:5 
 When I call to remembrance the unfeigned faith that is in thee, which dwelt first in thy 
grandmother Lois, and thy mother Eunice; and I am persuaded that in thee also. 

 
Leadership in our family grows as we avoid provoking our children 

Colossians 3:21 
 Fathers, provoke not your children to anger, lest they be discouraged. 

 
Leadership in our family grows as we teach our children the Word 

II Timothy 3:15-17 
And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make 
thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.  All scripture is given 
by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for 
instruction in righteousness:  That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished 
unto all good works. 

 
Growing in spiritual leadership will cause us to: 

 
Raise our children with loving discipline 

 
Raise our children with plenty of encouragement 

 
Model godly faith for our children 

 
Avoid stirring up anger in our children

For though 
ye have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet have ye not many fathers: for in Christ 
Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.  Wherefore I beseech you, be ye 
followers of me.   For this cause have I sent unto you Timothy, who is my beloved 
son, and faithful in the Lord, who shall bring you into remembrance of my ways which 
be in Christ, as I teach every where in every church. 

 
Leadership of spiritual children grows as we invite them to follow us 

I Corinthians 11:1 
Be ye followers of me, even as I also am of Christ. 

 
Leadership of spiritual children grows as we restore them in gentleness

A bishop then must be blameless, the husband of one wife, vigilant, sober, of good 
behaviour, given to hospitality, apt to teach;  Not given to wine, no striker, not greedy 
of filthy lucre; but patient, not a brawler, not covetous;  One that ruleth well his own 
house, having his children in subjection with all gravity;  (For if a man know not how 
to rule his own house, how shall he take care of the church of God?)  Not a novice, 
lest being lifted up with pride he fall into the condemnation of the devil.  Moreover he 
must have a good report of them which are without; lest he fall into reproach and the 
snare of the devil. 

Titus 1:5-9 
 For this cause left I thee in Crete, that thou shouldest set in order the things that are 
wanting, and ordain elders in every city, as I had appointed thee:   If any be blameless, 
the husband of one wife, having faithful children not accused of riot or unruly.  For a 
bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God; not selfwilled, not soon angry, not 
given to wine, no striker, not given to filthy lucre;  But a lover of hospitality, a lover of 
good men, sober, just, holy, temperate;  Holding fast the faithful word as he hath been 
taught, that he may be able by sound doctrine both to exhort and to convince the 
gainsayers.

4. Understanding the serving gifts listed in: 
Romans 12:3-8, I Corinthians 12:1-14:40, I Peter 4:7-11 

 
Romans 12:6-8 

 Having then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, whether 
prophecy, let us prophesy according to the proportion of faith;  Or ministry, let us wait 
on our ministering: or he that teacheth, on teaching;  Or he that exhorteth, on 
exhortation: he that giveth, let him do it with simplicity; he that ruleth, with diligence; 
he that sheweth mercy, with cheerfulness. 

Prophecy 
Since the prophets gave us the completed written Word of God, the gift of prophecy 
does not speak about giving new revelation since that is clearly forbidden in 
Revelation 22:18-19.  Instead the one with the gift of prophecy is to prophesy what 
has already been written down in the Word of God.  Key passages: 

I Corinthians 14:3 
 But he that prophesieth speaketh unto men to edification, and exhortation, and 
comfort. 

I Peter 1:10 
 Of which salvation the prophets have enquired and searched diligently, who 
prophesied of the grace that should come unto you: 

Jude 14-15 
 And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying, Behold, the 
Lord cometh with ten thousands of his saints, tTo execute judgment upon all, and to 
convince all that are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have 
ungodly committed, and of all their hard speeches which ungodly sinners have spoken 
against him. 

 
The gift of prophecy:  To quote the Word of God to edify, to exhort 
and to comfort, to announce the grace which is provided in salvation 
and to warn of judgment for ungodly deeds.  The person with this gift 
will often quote the Scripture without explaining it as Peter did in his 
sermon in Acts 2. 

 
Ministry (Serving) 

 
The Christian who has the gift of serving will usually emphasize practical ways to help 
other Christians.  This will involve many different kinds of ministry but the purpose 
will be to serve other Christians.  Key passages: 

I Corinthians 16:15 
 I beseech you, brethren, (ye know the house of Stephanas, that it is the firstfruits of 
Achaia, and that they have addicted themselves to the ministry of the saints,) 
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Romans 16:1-2 
 I commend unto you Phebe our sister, which is a servant of the church which is at 
Cenchrea:  That ye receive her in the Lord, as becometh saints, and that ye assist her 
in whatsoever business she hath need of you: for she hath been a succourer of many, 
and of myself also. 

Acts 6:1-2 
And in those days, when the number of the disciples was multiplied, there arose a 
murmuring of the Grecians against the Hebrews, because their widows were neglected 
in the daily ministration.  Then the twelve called the multitude of the disciples unto 
them, and said, It is not reason that we should leave the word of God, and serve 
tables. 

II Corinthians 8:1-4 
Moreover, brethren, we do you to wit of the grace of God bestowed on the churches 
of Macedonia;  How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy and 
their deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.  For to their power, I 
bear record, yea, and beyond their power they were willing of themselves;  Praying us 
with much intreaty that we would receive the gift, and take upon us the fellowship of 
the ministering to the saints. 

 
The gift of serving:  To serve the saints by helping, by serving, by 
sharing and by devoting our time to the ministry of the saints.  The 
gift will often involve manual projects and short term goals. 

 
Teaching 

 
The Christian who has the gift of teaching will tend to emphasize purity of doctrine 
and will emphasize the importance of much study in order to make certain that there is 
purity of doctrine.  The concern of one who has this gift is for sound doctrine in all 
teaching and the application of that teaching so that it produces obedience and godly 
living.  Key passages: 

I Timothy 4:16 
Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou 
shalt both save thyself, and them that hear thee. 

Titus 2:7-8 
 In all things shewing thyself a pattern of good works: in doctrine shewing 
uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity,  Sound speech, that cannot be condemned; that he 
that is of the contrary part may be ashamed, having no evil thing to say of you. 

Titus 1:9 
 Holding fast the faithful word as he hath been taught, that he may be able by sound 
doctrine both to exhort and to convince the gainsayers. 



The gift of teaching:  To spend much time in study so that there will 
be purity of doctrine in all teaching.  This teaching will include both 
teaching those who want to learn and refuting those who contradict. 

 
Exhorting 

 
The Christian who has the gift of exhorting will tend to emphasize growth toward 
spiritual maturity so that the Word of God will not be blasphemed. He will urge others 
to pursue a course of conduct which is always prospective, looking toward the future.  
Key passages: 

I Thessalonians 4:9-10 
 But as touching brotherly love ye need not that I write unto you: for ye yourselves are 
taught of God to love one another.  And indeed ye do it toward all the brethren which 
are in all Macedonia: but we beseech you, brethren, that ye increase more and more; 

I Timothy 6:1-2 
Let as many servants as are under the yoke count their own masters worthy of all 
honour, that the name of God and his doctrine be not blasphemed.  And they that have 
believing masters, let them not despise them, because they are brethren; but rather do 
them service, because they are faithful and beloved, partakers of the benefit. These 
things teach and exhort. 

Titus 2:15 
These things speak, and exhort, and rebuke with all authority. Let no man despise 
thee.  

Titus 2:4-5 
That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their husbands, to love 
their children,  To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own 
husbands, that the word of God be not blasphemed. 

 
The gift of exhorting:  To encourage the saints to love, to good works 
and to godly living by giving specific steps so that the Word of God 
will not be blasphemed.  The person with this gift will often encourage 
individuals to take small specific steps which will help them to work 
toward spiritual development and goals. 

 
Comparing three speaking gifts 

II Timothy 3:16 
 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, 
for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 
          The one who has the gift of teaching with emphasize:   Doctrine 
          The one who has the gift of prophecy will emphasize:   Reproof 
          The one who has the gift of exhorting will emphasize:   Correction  
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Giving 
 

The Christian who has the gift of giving tends to emphasize giving to needs which are 
often not recognized by others.  There will also often be an emphasis on giving to 
missions so that the Word of God can be carried worldwide.  Key passages: 
 

Romans 12:8 
 Or he that exhorteth, on exhortation: he that giveth, let him do it with simplicity; he 
that ruleth, with diligence; he that sheweth mercy, with cheerfulness. 

Romans 1:11-12 
 For I long to see you, that I may impart unto you some spiritual gift, to the end ye may 
be established; 1That is, that I may be comforted together with you by the mutual faith 
both of you and me. 

Ephesians 4:28 
 Let him that stole steal no more: but rather let him labour, working with his hands the 
thing which is good, that he may have to give to him that needeth. 

I Thessalonians 2:8 
 So being affectionately desirous of you, we were willing to have imparted unto you, 
not the gospel of God only, but also our own souls, because ye were dear unto us. 

 
The gift of giving:  To give generously so that faith may be 
strengthened, needs may be met and others may be able to minister 
because we have given of our own souls.  The person with the gift of 
giving will often encourage other Christians to share in the ministry of 
giving so that his or her giving is multiplied. 

 
Leading 

 
The word translated lead means to stand before or lead.  In order to lead effectively, 
God has given the person with this gift the ability to see what a church or other 
ministry needs to do to accomplish the work of God in the future. The Christian who 
has the gift of leading (ruling) tends to take a long range view and to make long range 
plans so that the work of God can be completed smoothly and efficiently.  Key 
passages: 

I Thessalonians 5:12 
 And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which labour among you, and are over 
you in the Lord, and admonish you; 

Titus 3:8 
This is a faithful saying, and these things I will that thou affirm constantly, that they 
which have believed in God might be careful to maintain good works. These things are 
good and profitable unto men. 



Titus 3:14 
And let ours also learn to maintain good works for necessary uses, that they be not 
unfruitful. 

 
The gift of leading:  To lead under the leadership of the Lord so that 
the good works of all will be profitable and fruitful.  The person with 
this gift will often be given insight by the Lord which helps that person to 
see what a group needs to do to move forward and make progress in their 
ministry. 

 
 

Showing Mercy 
 

The Christian who has the gift of showing mercy tends to be more sensitive to the 
inner feelings of others and demonstrates loving concern to those who are in inner 
distress.  The person with this gift is usually effective at offering comfort to those 
experiencing inner distress.  Key passages: 

Matthew 20:30-34 
And, behold, two blind men sitting by the way side, when they heard that Jesus passed 
by, cried out, saying, Have mercy on us, O Lord, thou Son of David.  And the 
multitude rebuked them, because they should hold their peace: but they cried the more, 
saying, Have mercy on us, O Lord, thou Son of David.  And Jesus stood still, and 
called them, and said, What will ye that I shall do unto you?  They say unto him, Lord, 
that our eyes may be opened.  So Jesus had compassion on them, and touched their 
eyes: and immediately their eyes received sight, and they followed him. 

II Corinthians 1:3-4 
Blessed be God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies, and 
the God of all comfort;  Who comforteth us in all our tribulation, that we may be able 
to comfort them which are in any trouble, by the comfort wherewith we ourselves are 
comforted of God. 

Romans 12:8 
Or he that exhorteth, on exhortation: he that giveth, let him do it with simplicity; he 
that ruleth, with diligence; he that sheweth mercy, with cheerfulness. 

 
The gift of showing mercy:  To feel such sympathy with the misery of 
another that it produces comfort and thankfulness for the 
opportunity to show mercy. 

 
In addition, to the gifts listed in Romans 12, a number of other gifts that are not 
mentioned in any of the previous groups are also given in I Corinthians 12 and I Peter 
4. 
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Word of Wisdom 
 
The word that is translated wisdom in the New Testament is used most often to speak 
of the ability to understand God’s will and apply it obediently.  The Christian who has 
this gift is able to apply the Word of God to the situations that people face in life and 
to apply God’s Word to the problems and questions that people bring.  Key passages: 

Acts 6:10 
And they were not able to resist the wisdom and the spirit by which he spake. 

 James 3:13 
Who is a wise man and endued with knowledge among you? let him shew out of a 
good conversation his works with meekness of wisdom. 

I Corinthians 2:13 
Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but 
which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 

Colossians 1:28 
 Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we 
may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus: 

 
The gift of the word of wisdom:  To share the wisdom of God by 
showing godly wisdom in living and by applying spiritual wisdom to 
life so that Christians can make progress in their growth to spiritual 
maturity. 

 
 

Word of Knowledge 
 

The word that is translated knowledge in the New Testament means to know through 
inquiry and investigation.  The Christian who has this gift is able to understand 
through study the meaning of the text and the related passages so that he can in turn 
explain the Word of God and make it clear to others.  Key passages: 

I Corinthians 2:9-10 
 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the 
heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.  But God 
hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the 
deep things of God. 

I Corinthians 2:13-14 
Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but 
which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.  But the 
natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto 
him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned. 



Colossians 2:3 
 In whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 

 
The gift of the word of knowledge:  The ability to discover through 
study the full meaning of the text, context, words, phrases, related 
passages and truths and then help provide that understanding to 
others. 

 
Faith 

 
The gift of faith is different than saving faith and speaks of the ability to trust God in 
difficult and demanding ways.  This faith is strong in spite of overwhelming obstacles 
and human impossibilities.  This gift is primarily exercised through prayer to God in 
asking and trusting God to do what is beyond His normal provision. Key passages: 

Matthew 17:20 
And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye 
have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence 
to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.  

Hebrews 11:1 
 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. 

 James 5:16-18 
Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. 
The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.  Elijah was a man 
subject to like passions as we are, and he prayed earnestly that it might not rain: and it 
rained not on the earth by the space of three years and six months.  And he prayed 
again, and the heaven gave rain, and the earth brought forth her fruit. 

 
The gift of faith:  The ability to trust God in difficult and demanding 
ways in spite of overwhelming obstacles and human impossibilities.  
It is exercised through prayer to God as a person asks and trusts 
God to do what is beyond His normal provision.  The person with this 
gift is the kind of person who makes the ministries of others effective 
through fervent prayer and the assurance that God is able to and will do 
the impossible. 

 
Discerning of spirits 

 
Because young and immature Christians often cannot discern between the true and the 
false, God has given this particular gift to certain Christians to give them the ability to 
discern what is not in agreement with Scripture and actually has its source from Satan, 
the father of lies.  Key passages: 
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John 8:44 
Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a 
murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in 
him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of 
it. 

Hebrew 5:13-14 
 For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a 
babe.  But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by 
reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. 

Acts 20:29-31 
 For I know this, that after my departing shall grievous wolves enter in among you, not 
sparing the flock.  Also of your own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, 
to draw away disciples after them.  Therefore watch, and remember, that by the space 
of three years I ceased not to warn every one night and day with tears. 

I Corinthians 14:29 
 Let the prophets speak two or three, and let the other judge. 

 
The gift of discerning of spirits:  The special ability to recognize 
those ideas, philosophies and teachings which are not in agreement 
with Scripture but have their source in Satan, the father of lies and 
correct those false teachings with the Word of God. 

 
Helps 

The gift of helps is similar to the gift of serving in that it speaks of helping and serving 
others.  However, it is different in the sense that the word translated helps means to 
take the burden off someone and place it on oneself.  It has the special thought of 
helping the poor, weak and needy.  Key passages: 

Acts 20:35 
I have shewed you all things, how that so labouring ye ought to support the weak, and 
to remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, It is more blessed to give than 
to receive. 

I Thessalonians 5:14 
 Now we exhort you, brethren, warn them that are unruly, comfort the feebleminded, 
support the weak, be patient toward all men. 

Philippians 2:25 
Yet I supposed it necessary to send to you Epaphroditus, my brother, and companion 
in labour, and fellowsoldier, but your messenger, and he that ministered to my wants. 

I Corinthians 16:15 
 I beseech you, brethren, (ye know the house of Stephanas, that it is the firstfruits of 
Achaia, and that they have addicted themselves to the ministry of the saints,) 
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The gift of helps:  The special ability to help other Christians, 
especially the poor, weak and needy, by taking the burden off 
someone and placing that burden on oneself. 

 
 

Administration 
 

The word that is translated administration comes from the same root word as the word 
for the pilot of a ship.  It has the thought of one who steers the ship and guides it to the 
harbor.  The gift of administration speaks of those who have been given the special 
ability to make wise decisions and to mobilize, motivate and direct others toward an 
objective.  Key passages: 

Acts 27:11 
Nevertheless the centurion believed the master and the owner of the ship, more than 
those things which were spoken by Paul. 

Acts 8:4 
 Therefore they that were scattered abroad went every where preaching the word. 

II Timothy 4:11-12 
 Only Luke is with me. Take Mark, and bring him with thee: for he is profitable to me 
for the ministry.  And Tychicus have I sent to Ephesus. 

 
The gift of administration:  The ability to make wise decisions and to 
mobilize, motivate, direct others and delegate responsibility to help a 
group of Christians accomplish a purpose, fulfill objectives and 
reach the goals that they have been led of the Lord to establish.  It 
may be helpful to distinguish between the gift of leading and the gift of 
administration. The person with the gift of leading is the person who can 
make long range plans and lead a group toward those goals.  The person 
with the gift of administration organizes all of the details and delegates 
the responsibilities to various individuals to help the group reach those 
goals. 

 
Hospitality 

 
The gift of hospitality is the special gift of being able to make people feel comfortable 
and at home both in the church and in the home.  Christians with this gift are 
especially effective at making others feel comfortable:  Key passages: 

I Peter 4:8-9 
 And above all things have fervent charity among yourselves: for charity shall cover 
the multitude of sins.  Use hospitality one to another without grudging. 
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Romans 12:13 
 Distributing to the necessity of saints; given to hospitality. 

Hebrews 13:2 
Be not forgetful to entertain strangers: for thereby some have entertained angels 
unawares. 

Acts 16:15 
 And when she was baptized, and her household, she besought us, saying, If ye have 
judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come into my house, and abide there. And she 
constrained us. 

 
The gift of hospitality:  The ability to make people feel comfortable 
and at home so that there will be the opportunity to have an effective 
ministry to them. 

 
 

Commandments and Gifts 
 
Actually each Christian is commanded to do each of the things that have been 
mentioned in these spiritual gifts.  That means that obedience will cause us to do each 
of these things as we have opportunity.  However, the gifts that we have been given 
give us an ability beyond that of most Christians to minister in that way.  They also 
cause us to see needs that other Christians do not see.  In addition, we can exercise 
our spiritual gifts for an extended period at any one time. 
 
There are two attitudes that we must avoid in order to be effective in the use of our 
spiritual gifts.  First, we must not be proud because we have been given those gifts. 
Second, we must not be critical of other Christian because they do not see the same 
needs we see. We see those needs because we have been given spiritual gifts to meet 
those needs.  The fact that we see those needs gives us the opportunity to exercise our 
spiritual gifts without being critical of others. 
 

Understanding how we use our gifts 
 

I Peter 4:10-11 
As every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good 
stewards of the manifold grace of God.  If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles 
of God; if any man minister, let him do it as of the ability which God giveth: that God 
in all things may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom be praise and dominion 
for ever and ever. Amen. 

 
We are to use our gifts to serve one another so that God will be glorified! 
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Equipping Gifts and Serving Gifts 
 
As we look at the gifts that we have listed from the various passages, we see that 
there are three equipping gifts for today and a whole variety of serving gifts.  The 
spiritual leaders who have been given the equipping gifts are to equip each Christian 
to use his or her gifts to serve the Lord.  We may have several serving gifts.  Let’s 
look at these gifts in a diagram form and see the wide variety of possible combinations 
of gifts we may have.

Train the team by your example of taking a team with you 
Acts 20:4 

And there accompanied him into Asia Sopater of Berea; and of the Thessalonians, 
Aristarchus and Secundus; and Gaius of Derbe, and Timotheus; and of Asia, Tychicus 
and Trophimus. 

 
Train the team by showing them how to select potential leaders by prayer 

Luke 6:12-13 
 And it came to pass in those days, that he went out into a mountain to pray, and 
continued all night in prayer to God.  And when it was day, he called unto him his 
disciples: and of them he chose twelve, whom also he named apostles;  

 
Train the team by helping them learn to look for a learner’s attitude 

John 1:37-39 
 And the two disciples heard him speak, and they followed Jesus.  Then Jesus turned, 
and saw them following, and saith unto them, What seek ye? They said unto him, 
Rabbi, (which is to say, being interpreted, Master,) where dwellest thou?  He saith 
unto them, Come and see. They came and saw where he dwelt, and abode with him 
that day: for it was about the tenth hour. 

 
Train the team by helping them learn to look for a servant’s heart 

Mark 10:42-45 
 But Jesus called them to him, and saith unto them, Ye know that they which are 
accounted to rule over the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and their great ones 
exercise authority upon them.  But so shall it not be among you: but whosoever will be 
great among you, shall be your minister:  And whosoever of you will be the chiefest, 
shall be servant of all.  For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to 
minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.

 Moreover, brethren, we do you to wit of the grace of God bestowed on the churches 
of Macedonia;  How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy and 
their deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality. 

 
Help people learn to become partners 

 
People can be partners by praying 

 
People can be partners by encouraging 

 
People can be partners by going 

 
People can be partners by giving 
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B. Developing the relationships with the staff 
 

Christ prayed for the disciples 
Luke 6:12-13 

And it came to pass in those days, that he went out into a mountain to pray, and 
continued all night in prayer to God.  And when it was day, he called unto him his 
disciples: and of them he chose twelve, whom also he named apostles; 

 
Christ spent lots of time with the disciples 

Christ also gave them new ministries 
Mark 3:13-14 

And he goeth up into a mountain, and calleth unto him whom he would: and they came 
unto him.  And he ordained twelve, that they should be with him, and that he might 
send them forth to preach, 

 
Christ helped the disciples clarify their thinking 

Matthew 16:13-16 
 When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, 
Whom do men say that I the Son of man am?  And they said, Some say that thou art 
John the Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the prophets.  He saith 
unto them, But whom say ye that I am?

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C. Developing the fields where we work 
 

Paul spent time visiting each of the fields 
Acts 15:36 

And some days after Paul said unto Barnabas, Let us go again and visit our brethren in 
every city where we have preached the word of the Lord, and see how they do. 

 
Paul spent time developing the leadership team in each field 

Acts 14:21-23 
 And when they had preached the gospel to that city, and had taught many, they 
returned again to Lystra, and to Iconium, and Antioch,  Confirming the souls of the 
disciples, and exhorting them to continue in the faith, and that we must through much 
tribulation enter into the kingdom of God.  And when they had ordained them elders in 
every church, and had prayed with fasting, they commended them to the Lord, on 
whom they believed. 

  
Paul spent time strengthening all the disciples in each field 

Acts 18:23 
And after he had spent some time there, he departed, and went over all the country of 
Galatia and Phrygia in order, strengthening all the disciples. 

 
Paul took others with him as he visited each field 

Acts 20:4 
And there accompanied him into Asia Sopater of Berea; and of the Thessalonians, 
Aristarchus and Secundus; and Gaius of Derbe, and Timotheus; and of Asia, Tychicus 
and Trophimus. 

 
Paul regularly communicated with the fields 

II Thessalonians :1 
 Paul, and Silvanus, and Timotheus, unto the church of the Thessalonians in God our 
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ: 

 
Principles for developing our fields of ministry 

 
 

An effective leader regularly visits each field 
An effective leader develops leadership in each field 

An effective leader ministers to the people in each field 
An effective leader builds team relationships with each field 
An effective leader maintains communication with each field 



D. Developing the support services needed 
 

Christ developed both a leadership team and a support services team 
Luke 8:1-3 

And it came to pass afterward, that he went throughout every city and village, 
preaching and shewing the glad tidings of the kingdom of God: and the twelve were 
with him,  And certain women, which had been healed of evil spirits and infirmities, 
Mary called Magdalene, out of whom went seven devils,  And Joanna the wife of 
Chuza Herod's steward, and Susanna, and many others, which ministered unto him of 
their substance.

Brethren, 
I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things 
which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before,  I press 
toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 

 
Paul became a spiritual parent to guide Christians in their growth

 I write not these things to shame you, but as my beloved sons I warn you.  For though 
ye have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet have ye not many fathers: for in Christ 
Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.  Wherefore I beseech you, be ye 
followers of me.   For this cause have I sent unto you Timotheus, who is my beloved 
son, and faithful in the Lord, who shall bring you into remembrance of my ways which 
be in Christ, as I teach every where in every church. 

 
Paul helped Christians focus on transforming the inner man

 For which cause we faint not; but though our outward man perish, yet the inward man 
is renewed day by day.

And they, continuing 
daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, did eat 
their meat with gladness and singleness of heart,  Praising God, and having favour with 
all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.

For a bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God; not selfwilled, 
not soon angry, not given to wine, no striker, not given to filthy lucre;  But a lover of 
hospitality, a lover of good men, sober, just, holy, temperate;  Holding fast the faithful 
word as he hath been taught, that he may be able by sound doctrine both to exhort and 
to convince the gainsayers. 

 
Leadership in the family is gained by showing patience 

Colossians 3:21 
 Fathers, provoke not your children to anger, lest they be discouraged. 

 
Leadership in the family is gained by teaching them by your words 

II Timothy 3:15 
 And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make 
thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.
